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Proper Church Etiquette

When entering or leaving the church, one should always cross oneself with
reverence. One should also cross oneself when the priest blesses the faithful with the
Cross, at the end of the Liturgy, and while being blessed during the singing of
“Mnohiya Lita”. One does NOT cross oneself when blessed by the hand of the priest -
simply bow.

It is inappropriate to walk in or out of church during the reading of the Holy
Gospel and during the Consecration of the Holy Gifts - from after the time the Creed is
read until the bells ring during the Liturgy.

Also, even though it is summer and the church is air conditioned, one should always
dress appropriately when entering God’s Holy Temple.

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It is always a joy to see so many of our parishioners receive Our Lord every Sunday in the
Mystery of Holy Communion. This is the purpose of celebrating the Liturgy. Please remember
that, if you receive Holy Communion each and every Sunday, you are required o go to Confession
ONCE a month. This is the responsibility of each individual and should not be neglected. Also
remember that if you are absent on a Sunday without a good reason, you MUST go to Confession
before receiving Communion the next time you are in Church. Before receiving Holy Communion,
you must fast from water and food from midnight to the Liturgy. Anyone who takes medication
should always take it as prescribed by the doctor, even when preparing for Holy Communion. As
